Situated on Quesnel Lake, where it narrows
into a river, the town is becoming a gateway for
outdoor adventure: kayaking, canoeing, hiking,
mountain biking, fly fishing and, in the winter,
skiing and snowmobiling.

Likely and Quesnel Forks, a town at the
confluence of the Quesnel and Cariboo rivers, is
where the festival's whitewater action - shuttled
kayak runs and guided raft trips through rapids,
including the Class IV Devil's Eyebrown - takes
place.

There is a party and live music Saturday
night, during which spontaneous  singing
tournaments have been known to break out.

Camping is available at a forest service
recreation site right on the river.
